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Listed below is a brief overview along with two pie charts that demonstrate the approximate percentages for each category.  The percentages may vary from season to season depending on the number of players enrolled in the program and the amount generated from fundraising (i.e., annual auction) and tournaments (i.e., Hot Shot and for 2008 State Cup).

* Administration: Director, assistant directors, and registrar.

* Coaches: Payment of licensed coaches commensurate with license level and length of 
      time with the Club; coach course license fees.

* Fields: Lining of the fields and other annual necessary maintenance products (i.e., 
      garbage dumpsters, porta-potties, pay field liners, paint, etc.).
* Refereeing: Payment for individual’s to ref your player's games as well as the cost    

      for club members who attend the courses to certify/recertify as a ref.

* Administrative cost: Mailings, office supplies, phone, printing of handbooks, 

     policies, etc.
* Website: Hosting fees along with software fees.

* Equipment: Goals, balls, pennies, flags, etc.

* IYSA:  Registering all players with the state and the Northwest League.
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It is important to note that only 38% of the Club’s expenditures are funded by fees. That means 62% of the Club's operations are funded from activities largely supported by the member volunteers.  Without volunteer participation, it is an unfortunate reality, that in order to retain the Club's standard of high quality, which is demanded by our members and essential to our players, fees would be much higher.  
Under the current fee structure and with our members' volunteer efforts the Club is able to provide the players with the highest qualified coaching staff in North Idaho, along with additional specialized training.  It also enables the Club to employ an administrator who is essential to the successful navigation of the complex paperwork required for the Club's teams throughout the year.  
When everyone volunteers as is required (please refer to the parent expectation form) it makes light work for all and is a large reason we are able to keep our fees and costs down.  
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
